*8 (c) Dingman Creek Hazard Mapping Update  

T.Annett introduced Scott Mathers, Director, Water and Waste Water, City of London and Paul 

Yeoman, Director, Development Services, City of London.  T.Annett discussed and elaborated 

on her report.  She clarified that the screening map was created to flag new developments, within 

the City of London, for further mapping work, conversation, and early involvement for UTRCA 

staff.   An implementation committee is being formed and will have their first meeting soon.     

 
Mr. Mathers and Mr. Yeoman spoke to the importance of public safety and advancing 

opportunities for development, and the potential impacts to existing infrastructure.  The City will 

undertake a review of the model, along with a peer review process.  It was clarified that the City 

initiated the Environmental Assessment and hired the UTRCA to do the modeling and mapping.  

City staff and UTRCA staff answered questions from the Board. 

 

A concern was raised that the screening area may set a watershed wide precedent, expanding the 

scope of review beyond existing flood modeling.  Staff clarified that the maps and models are 

constantly updated based on the most current information.  The screening area was implemented 

in this case, due to the large difference between existing and new mapping, to flag projects in 

specific areas to make sure that staff are involved and informed.  

 

There will be more reports and updates on this project in the future.

4. Delegations 

(a) Area Landowners 

Mr. Herman Turkstra, a lawyer representing three area landowners, Bluestone Properties, 

Tradewinds Properties and Exeter Dingman Investments, presented to the Board.   They feel the 

new line is an attempt to change the regulation, which allows the UTRCA to regulate to the 
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1:250 year flood, without going through the regulatory process at Queen’s Park.  He stated that 

the result of changing the line will have profound impacts on the landowners in the millions of 

dollars.  He presented a map on screen to show the area covered by the current line, compared to 

the area covered by the new line.  He added that the new modeling has not been tested or 

reviewed by the stakeholders and he believes the climate change assumptions should not be 

included in the model because they are based on assumptions.  Mr. Turkstra concluded by asking 

that the Board not approve the screening area and instead, to initiate a process that involves the 

stakeholders in determining the new floodplain standards.  

 

 (b) London Development Institute & London Homebuilders Association 

The London Homebuilders Association elected to give a joint presentation with the London 

Development Institute.  Bill Veitch presented on behalf of the London Development Institute.  

Mr. Veitch felt there was a lack of detail and legislated basis for the screening area.  He voiced 

concerns that the process of all applications within the screening area passing through UTRCA 

staff will delay and potentially freeze lands currently approved for development.  He added that 

without a clear definition of a screening area, how it would be applied, supporting data, and the 

ability to review the model, the industry cannot accept these significant changes.   He noted that 

they are unaware of any legislation that includes climate changes and believe it should not be 

included unless legislated.  They asked the Board to withdraw the screening area map and that 

the City not require applications outside of the current lines to be reviewed by the UTRCA.  The 

London Chamber of Commerce has sent a letter to the City of London with this request as well. 

 

Lois Langdon, CEO London Homebuilders Association, presented on behalf of the London 

Homebuilders association.  She spoke to the impact of the unanticipated screening area and it’s 

potentially negative effects on construction timelines, causing significant financial penalties for 

homebuilders. She also outlined discussions had, concerning the Dingman creek hazard mapping 

update, with London City Council and their solicitor at the November 20
th

 City Council meeting.   

 

Board members asked questions to the delegates and staff.  Staff clarified that proponents can 

submit their own information, and the updated information will be circulated for peer review.     

 

M.Blackie thanked the delegations, stating their comments would be considered as the UTRCA 

Board continues with this process.

Town/Chamber of Commerce/BIA 

The second Ingersoll Talks Speaker Series took place on February 26. The topics 
included the Town CBO discussing accessibility requirements and the building permit 
process as it pertains to businesses, the Small Business Centre and Community Futures 
Oxford discussing the services that they offer. The next Ingersoll Talks event will take 
place on June 11. Topics and the format of the event are currently in the planning stages.  

The group is also discussing a Buy Local campaign that the groups will collaborate on to 
promote Ingersoll businesses.  

Business Retention and Expansion Surveys 

Staff continue to meet with downtown businesses to complete the Business Retention 
and Expansion Survey. The BR+E survey give staff an opportunity to establish 
relationships with business owners, to act on immediate issues and identify strengths and 
weaknesses of the Town to ensure steady improvement of the Downtown business core. 
Staff also promote current programs/opportunities, such as the CIP, during the survey. 
Staff will be completing a wrap-up report and present the findings to Council.  

Oxford Connections 

The group will be attending and exhibiting at the Salon International de L’alimentation 
(SIAL) a food show in Toronto from April 30 to May 2. The group will also be attending 
the Western Manufacturing Trade Show (WMTS) in June and hiring a lead generation 
consultant to set up meetings with businesses interested in expanding or investing in 
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Southwestern Ontario. Plans also include the Canadian Manufacturing Trade Show, 
updating the tradeshow booth and website.  

Southwestern Ontario Marketing Alliance (SOMA) 

SOMA Directors have recently attended Expo West a food show with the Ontario Food 
Cluster and the Site Selectors Guild. All leads are shared among member communities, 
and staff will be following up with all leads in a timely manner. Directors continue to plan 
the biennial trade mission to Asia. The mission is expected to take place mid to late 
November, and wrap up by early December.  

Partnership with St. Thomas Economic Development Corporation  

Staff have partnered with St. Thomas Economic Development Corporation staff to 
promote both communities. Staff will be attending the world’s largest construction 
machinery trade fair to promote the Town and attract industrial investment to the Town. 
Staff have sourced a lead generation company to set up meetings with companies 
interested in expanding and investing in Southwestern Ontario.   

Oxford Workforce Development Partnership  (OWDP)  

Staff continue to work with OWDP staff on issues surrounding workforce development. 
Employment numbers in Ingersoll are very high, and unemployment is reaching 
essentially zero. Staff continue to work with manufacturing companies and trucking 
companies to find creative solutions to their hiring challenges. Some successes have 
recently been achieved including grant funding to pay for training, and some college 
internships have turned to full-time employment.   

Physician Recruitment  

PracticeInOxford.ca is a website operated by the Oxford Workforce Development 
Partnership and has attracted a few interested physicians. Physician Recruitment 
Committee members are continuing conversations with these physicians with the hopes 
that they relocate to the area.  

Economic Development Council of Ontario (EDCO) 

Staff attended the EDCO Conference where the focus of the conference was change. 
Topics included: entrepreneurship, international relations, data analysis, workforce, 
BR+E, foreign direct investment attraction, manufacturing, land use, agri-food 
opportunities and more. Staff not only learn new things but also take the opportunity to 
learn best practices and increase their network.  
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Presidents’ Reception – Canadian Vehicle Manufacturers Association 

Staff and Mayor Comiskey attended the annual Presidents’ reception at the Canadian 
International Autoshow. Mayor Comiskey and Staff had the opportunity to meet with 
Travis Hester, President and Managing Director of GM Canada, David Patterson, Vice 
President of Corporate and Environmental Affairs GM Canada, and Julie Washburn 
Manager of Government Relations GM Canada. Conversations regarding CAMI were all 
positive, and Mr. Hester indicated that he had recently spent a great deal of time at CAMI 
reassuring employees that the future of CAMI is bright. Mayor Comiskey and Staff were 
thrilled to see “Proudly Made in Ingersoll Ontario” on each of the Chevrolet Equinoxes at 
the Autoshow. 

Taiwanese Celebration of the Lunar New Year 

Staff, Mayor Comiskey, and Deputy Mayor Freeman attended the Taiwanese Celebration 
of the Lunar New Year. Staff from the Taipei Economic and Cultural Office in Toronto 
invite representatives from the Town and Oxford County regularly because of our good 
relationship and tight ties. Maintaining relationships with the Taiwanese community will 
continue to be important to realize investment from Taiwan. 

Next Move Group Conference 

Staff had the opportunity to attend the Next Move Group Conference focused on how to 
locate small to mid-sized companies in small to mid-sized towns. This conference was 
attended by several site selectors and economic development officials from across the 
United States with Staff and St. Thomas EDC staff being the only Canadians. Site 
Selectors were receptive to conversations regarding Southwestern Ontario as a 
destination for investment. 

South Central Ontario Region Transportation Group 

Staff recently hosted the South Central Ontario Region’s Transportation Group. The 
group is made up of communities in South Central Ontario Region (SCOR), and many 
have recently received Community Transportation funding. The group discussed 
collaborating and connecting transportation routes to form a regional network. Staff will 
ensure that Ingersoll is considered when networks are expanded and connected.  

Community Economic Development (CED) 101 

Staff recently hosted CED 101 presented by the Ontario Ministry of Agriculture Food and 
Rural Affairs. Councillors and interested community members attended to learn the basics 
about Community Economic Development.

Museum  
 
Summary: While there have not been many casual visitors to the museum so far this 
winter, the museum has been quite busy with educational programming and 
cataloguing. Thanks to bookings from different schools and even a local daycare we are 
already ahead of the total number of educational presentations conducted in all of 2018. 
At the same time, we are making great advances in collections management of both the 
Cheese Museum and the Museum School. 

Group Tours & Programming:  Because of one simple post about Black history on the 
museum’s Facebook page, we have been booked to give presentations to the entire 
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student body at Roch Carrier French Immersion School in Woodstock, a Grade 4 class 
at St. Jude’s School in Ingersoll and three Grade 10 classes at IDCI during the month of 
February. We presented a maple syrup program for the Grades 1 and 2 classes from 
Royal Roads P.S. and have been booked to do it for even younger children.  

Collections:  We have begun entering records of the Oxford County Museum School 
collection into the Past Perfect database system. We are physically transcribing paper 
records into digital format, and once those files are created, we can then begin to 
handle the artifacts and match them up with the digital content, photographing each and 
assigning permanent locations. 

Exhibitions:  We have installed a new exhibit at the museum entitled “Ingersoll Strikes 
A Chord” which looks at our community’s musical heritage. We are also making 
improvements to the local history gallery. 

Research:  We have been responding to a number of research requests this winter. 
Besides information about Zurbrigg’s, the Rebellion of 1837, and WW1 veterans, we 
have been corresponding with a professor in Arkansas who is working on a new 
biography about Aimee Semple McPherson.  

Oxford Remembers:  On behalf of our WW1 project colleagues in Oxford County I 
have submitted an application to the Ontario Historical Society for the Dorothy Duncan 
Public History Award. 

Miscellaneous: 

The Curator has been contacted by Reverend Jim Carr on behalf of the local Legions 
asking about some way of commemorating the 75th anniversary of D-Day.  

Meredith Maywood from Tourism Oxford and the Curator have submitted a proposal for 
a joint presentation to give at the Ontario Museum Association conference about how 
beneficial our partnership has been with the Cheese Trail.
