The Board raised concerns around the section directing administration to implement the solutions 

as soon as possible. There was discomfort with wanting to implement solutions without knowing 

the cost and without proper discussion at the Board level.

According to the Terms of 

Reference of the Finance & Audit Committee, the Vice-Chair does not automatically sit on the 

Finance & Audit Committee and would therefore not attend ‘all’ meetings of the Authority, as 

stated in the description of duties of the Vice-Chair in the By-Laws.  To prevent future 

confusion, the Board asked staff to review the wording in the description of the duties of the 

Vice-Chair.  This change will be brought back to the Board in next review of the by-laws.

Staff will present a strategy at the May Board meeting on how the 

UTRCA will deal with the cut to the transfer payment and propose how to adapt to the changes 

proposed in the Environmental Registry Posting.    

 

The administration of the WECI program is moving forward for 2019 but no information from 

the Province on the fate of the program or the amount of money available has been announced.  

The same situation is happening with the Source Water Protection program.  There is a lot of 

uncertainty at the moment, but as more information comes in, staff will pass it along to the Board 

members.

Despite the uncertainty of the program funding, the repairs need to happen, and 

without Provincial funding, the funding responsibility falls solely to the Municipalities who 

benefit from the structure.

Summary:  The Museum has been very busy. The Museum has hosted more bus tours 
and group tours participated in the Artisan Cheese Market Night, welcomed two new 
summer students, worked on the CMOG application and been rewarded for our joint

efforts to commemorate the Great War with the Dorothy Duncan Public History Award 
from the Ontario Historical Society.  

Buildings & Grounds:  Ellie Muir, volunteer gardener, continues to improve the look of 
the museum site and has been putting in lots of time tending to the flowerbeds near the 
factory. The locates have been confirmed so that construction of a shelter over the 
millstones can proceed. A tender to replace or repair the roof of the North Barn and the 
main building will be going out to the public very shortly.  The new grass seed around 
the perimeter of the pavilion has done well. Due to the popularity of this building, VPCC 
has created a system for people to book the use of the pavilion. 

Group Tours & Programming:  Jennifer is working on a document to promote the 
different educational programming we have to offer through the museums. She is also 
compiling work plans for each program so that someone in the future will be able to 
offer the same activities.  

The Curator made cheese with the Middlesex 4-H Club in late May and now have a 4-H 
exchange group tour booked for August. The home school group from Leamington 
came for a day of programming, and the Curator has gone to Tillsonburg to do an 
outreach program to the residents of Woodingford Lodge. The curator will be returning 
in July for a different presentation. The museum has also welcomed bus tours from 
Toronto, Kitchener, Brantford, and London. The museum already has one group tour 
booked for 2020 coming again from Kitchener. Members of the Ontario Retired Fire 
Chiefs Association came for a short tour, as did residents of the Royal Cliff Retirement 
Residence in London. 

While staff interacted with 600 people who attended the Dairy Capital Cheese Festival 
in Woodstock back in April, the Curator met with a further 1500 who came to the Artisan 
Cheese Market in Toronto on June 6th. 

Elsewhere, at Annandale House, Jennifer ran a day-long workshop on June 3rd for 
summer students hired by fellow EON museum sites. The Curator was there for a short 
while discussing customer service. 

The Royal Tea planned for June 8th was cancelled due to lack of ticket sales. 

Collections:  Staff have entered and digitized another 75 records into the Past Perfect 
database system since our last meeting, bringing our total up to nearly 20,000 artifacts 
in the collection. 

Exhibitions:  The “Ingersoll Strikes A Chord” exhibit will continue for another month. 
Staff have also installed a new display at the Ingersoll Public Library as well as the 
display that the curator took to the Cheese Market event.  
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To help mark the 75th anniversary of the D-Day, Jennifer Rowe, Head of the History 
Department at IDCI has loaned us a commemorative quilt, which she and her students 
did five years ago while preparing for their journey to Europe to mark the 70th 
anniversary. It is currently on display in the Gallery. 

Research:  George Emery has been to the museum twice this past month to 
photograph parts of our collection for his new book about bonuses offered by the Town 
of Ingersoll to various businesses in the late 19th and early 20th centuries. Staff were 
also able to introduce him to a fellow historian working on his third book -- the people of 
Yorkshire who came to Dereham Township in the mid-1800s.  

Summer Students: The Hands-On History Coordinator for this year is Samantha Fruin. 
Thanks to the generosity of the Ingersoll Community Foundation, we have also been 
able to hire Sophie Hicks as the History Sleuth.  

Sports Hall of Fame: Nominations for the new round of inductions are now available in 
hard copy at the museum and at Town Hall. We will look into getting them posted on the 
town website.  

Miscellaneous: 

The Safe Cycling event was held at the museum on June 1st. They made use of the 
Museum School for registrations, the Blacksmith Shop for repairs and bike inspections, 
and the pavilion for a BBQ. 

The Curator had offered to take a small display to the Chamber of Commerce / BIA joint 
event at the new Carnegie Hall on June 11th, but due to overcrowding, we were placed 
on the waiting list and so did not attend. 

The Curator was on Rogers TV in late May to promote some of the upcoming events 
like the Laura Secord Concert.  

The Ingersoll branch of the Oxford County Library System has approached the Museum 
about being an occasional off-site location for their new bookmobile. 

The Town is looking to design and launch a new website, so the Museum has been 
offered the chance to gain an enhanced presence online by having more pages and 
more content for the public.

110 meters of watermain was placed including water services for 4 vacant lots and 2 
existing residences.  61 metres of sanitary sewer was placed including a manhole and 
sanitary services for 4 vacant lots and 2 existing residences.  61 metres of storm sewer 
was placed on Concession Street which included a manhole and a catch basin.  On 
May 17, the commissioning of the new watermain was completed.  Road excavation 
within the construction limits was then completed followed by the placement of road 
base material.  Approximately 348 metres of curb and gutter was placed and 
approximately 112 square metres of concrete sidewalk. 
 
Mutual Street Top Coat Paving Summary 
Construction Start Date:  May 13, 2019 
Tentative Construction Competition:  June 7, 2019 
 
Initial construction activities commenced on May 13.  Activities from May 13 to 28 
included the removal and replacement of substandard catchbasin frames and lids, 
removal and placement of deteriorated sections of curb and gutter, and performing 
adjustments to sanitary and storm manholes which included replacement of deteriorated 
frames and lids.  May 29 to 30, surface milling of top course asphalt (50mm) was 
undertaken from the CNR Tracks up to King Solomon Street.  In addition to surface
